Requirements

3. What other sections are there in Scouting in your friend’s country?

4. What ages are normally in your friend’s section?

5. How is your friend’s Scouting section organized (are youth split into lodges, sixes, patrols, …)?

6. How are ranks determined/earned in your friend’s Scouting section?

7. What other things are earned?

8. Does your friend have a Law, Promise, and Motto?  What are they?

9. What do the uniforms look like?
